














However, the forest of trees is there to make the game harder. The trees need to all stand
in the same direction, stretching their arms out either side, holding onto the next tree.

This will make columns or rows for the Chameleon and Fly torun down.\When the Leader
shouts out ‘CHANGE’, all the trees need to move 90 degrees to hold onto another tree,
making a different'row or column formation.

Once’the Chameleon is close enough to the Fly, they catch them by extending their arm,
like a Chameleon’s tongue, to tap the Fly and suck them up (it helps to make a sucking
noise!)

Once the fly has been eaten everyone swaps roles.

PART 2: Learn about germs!
Lack of hygiene education in Madagascar means that many people frequently become ill
as a consequence of poor hygiene.

Try this fun activity to explore the importance of hand hygiene whilst you play the
Chameleon and Fly game!

YOU WiLL NEED..

Fine glitter

HOW TO PLAY

Before the Chameleon and Fly game starts, two or three girls should be selected in secret
and they should put quite a bit of glitter on their hands. Then play the game!

At the end of the game, without realising, all of the girls have glitter on their hands.

OUTCOMES

The glitter represents germs. As a unit, discuss how good hygiene can limit the spread of
germs.

You will need to scrub your hands to wash off the glitter. Use this opportunity to demonstrate
to each other good hand washing technique!

ACTIiViTY: Make a Tribal mask

Madagascar has many ethnic groups know as
Tribes.. Madagascan Tribes, along with many other
tribes in African countries, use large decorated
masks during ceremonies.

Find out about the different tribes in Madagascar.

Design_or-make a mask inspired by your chosen
tribe.

YOU WiLL NEED..

Corrugated cardboard or an old cardboard box
Scissors (good strong ones!)
Paint - brown plus a contrasting colour like white

Raffia, string or wool to attach the mask

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Decide on a shape for your mask. (You can use the template at the back of the pack or
design your own)

2. Draw the mask shape onto a large piece of cardboard, and then cut it out.

3. Free hand draw the facial pieces onto cardboard and cut them out. If you want some
facial pieces to stick out more:

- Trace the first piece, for example a triangle for a nose
- Cut out this shape twice, so you have two identical pieces

- Glue the shapes together to layer up the feature

4. Glue all the pieces on to the mask.
5. Paint and decorate the mask in different colours inspired by what you’ve found out.

6. Once dry, poke holes through the sides of the mask for the string to hold the mask
onto your face. Be careful - ask a Leader for help.

7. Tell the rest of your unit about your mask and how it was inspired by your chosen tribe.

ACTIiViTY: Madagascan Dance

Find out about traditional Madagascan dancing. Choose a piece of Madagascan music and
make up a dance routine with your unit and perform it. Try to include as much traditional
dancing as you can.



ACTIiViTY: Make a fish shaped Windsock

Madagascar has a tropical climate and has a rainy season between'December(and March, with
heavy rain and)the risk of cyclones. Windsocks are often used as a'way.to find out-the wind
direction.on the ground.

Y0OU WiLL NEED...

2 colours of construction paper
Pencil

Markers/crayons

Glue or staples

Hole punch

String

Scissors

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Choose the base colour for your fish. You will need a full sheet of paper in this colour.
2. Draw a faint line down the middle of the paper lengthwise.

3. On the top half of the paper, draw a fish outline. Draw a mirror image on the bottom
half.

4. One side of the paper will be the tail, and the other will be the wide-open mouth of
the fish. At the mouth side, add an eye toward the top of the page as well as the
bottom.

. Draw scales along the body of your fish. Then spread glue along one edge of the paper.

. Roll the paper lengthwise to make a long tube, and glue the two long sides together.

. Cut two fin shapes out of the secondary colour of construction paper.
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. Cut a sheet of the secondary paper into about twelve 0.5 inch strips. Glue these strips
to the ‘tail’ of the fish.

9. Punch two holes at the mouth of the ‘fish’ to put the string through, and hang.

10. Take your windsock outside and use it to find out what direction the wind is travelling.
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
