














ACTiVIiTY: Make a fish shaped windsock

Madagascar has a tropical climate and has a rainy season between December.and March, with
heavy rain and the risk of cyclones. Windsocks are often used as’'a way to find-out the wind
direction on the-ground.

YOU- WiLL\ NEED..

2 colours of censtruction paper
Pencil

Markers/crayons

Glue or staples

Hole punch

String

Scissors

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Choose the base colour for your fish. You will need a full sheet of paper in this colour.
2. Draw a faint line down the middle of the paper lengthwise.

3. On the top half of the paper, draw a fish outline. Draw a mirror image on the bottom
half.

4. One side of the paper will be the tail, and the other will be the wide-open mouth of
the fish. At the mouth side, add an eye toward the top of the page as well as the
bottom.

Draw scales along the body of your fish. Then spread glue along one edge of the paper.
Roll the paper lengthwise to make a long tube, and glue the two long sides together.

Cut two fin shapes out of the secondary colour of construction paper.
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. Cut a sheet of the secondary paper into about twelve 0.5 inch strips. Glue these strips
to the ‘tail’ of the fish.

9. Punch two holes at the mouth of the ‘fish’ to put the string through, and hang.

10. Take your windsock outside and use it to find out what direction the wind is travelling.




ACTiVITY: Make a Tribal mask

Madagascar has many. ethnic groups know as
Tribes. ‘Madagascan Tribes, along with many other
tribes in African/countries, use large decorated
masks during ceremonies.

Find-aut about the different tribes in Madagascar.

Design or _make a mask inspired by your chosen
tribe.

YOU WiLL NEED..

Corrugated cardboard or an old cardboard box
Scissors (good strong ones!)
Paint - brown plus a contrasting colour like white

Raffia, string or wool to attach the mask

INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Decide on a shape for your mask. (You can use the template at the back of the pack, or
design your own)

. Draw the mask shape onto a large piece of cardboard, and then cut it out.

. Free hand draw the facial pieces onto cardboard and cut them out. If you want some

facial pieces to stick out more:

- Trace the first piece, for example a triangle for a nose
- Cut out this shape twice, so you have two identical pieces

- Glue the shapes together to layer up the feature

. Glue all the pieces on to the mask.
. Paint and decorate the mask in different colours inspired by what you’ve found out.

. Once dry, poke holes through the sides of the mask for the string to hold the mask

onto your face. Be careful - ask a Leader for help.

. Tell the rest of your unit about your mask and how it was inspired by your chosen tribe.



ACTIiViTY: Malagasy

Malagasy is the national language of Madagascar and is spoken by most people as their
first language.

Learn to speak and write 12 words in Malagasy and create a holiday phrase/book with
them.

Then-explore the habitats of Madagascar and find images to use in your phrase book.

ACTiViTY: Make a Madagascan house

Find out about the types of houses often found in Madagascar.
What are they made from?
How are they constructed?

Divide up into groups of roughly equal size and use your research to try and build your own
Madagascan house or shelter. This activity works both inside and outside, so you could visit
a local green area or try this activity at camp.

If you’re working outside, find and use natural materials like sticks, small branches, leaves
and bracken.

Alternatively, if you’re working inside, collect cardboard boxes, cereal boxes or other
items that might help you build your shelter.

You can choose to make your house or shelter as big or small as you like. You might want to
build it so at least one person can fit inside - take care doing this.

See just how good your houses and shelters are by testing their stability and gently pouring
water onto them!
