











ACTIiViT”: Balancing Parrot Toy

Madagascar has 258 species of birds, with over
115 being native to the country.

Learn how to make this long-tailed parrot that
balances on a ringed perch. This cut out paper
toy will swing in a ring, perch on your finger or
balance on a single toe. This is both fun to make
and to play with!

YOU WiLL NEED..

Crayons/colouring in equipment
Glue

Card - from a cereal box will do
Scissors

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Print out the template for Parrot A and Parrot B at the back of this pack.

2. Colour both of the parrots with crayons, coloured pencils, markers, watercolours (or
whatever you want to use!)

3. Glue these pictures to your card.

4. Once the glue has dried, carefully cut the parrot and ring shapes out. Ask a Leader to
do this.

5. Glue the two parrots together so that the illustrated sides will still show; then glue the
two rings together.

6. Finally, place the parrot on to the ring perch and she will balance on there happily.
Have fun by balancing this toy on one finger or toe too!

ACTiViTY: Colourful Chameleons

Find out about how and why Chameleons use camouflage.

Print out copies of the Chameleon at the back of the pack and colour them in or decorate
them.

Choose a rainforest or other appropriate background to stick or pin your colourful Chameleons
on to.

Using what you’ve found out about Chameleons, discuss how they might use their camouflage.



ACTiViTY: Make a Tribal mask

Madagascar has many. ethnic groups known as
Tribes." Madagascan tribes, along with tribes in
many other African countries, use large decorated
masks during ceremonies.

Find-out about a chosen tribe and design or make
a mask-inspired by the tribe.

YOU WiLL NEED..

Corrugated cardboard or an old cardboard box
Scissors (good strong ones!)
Paint - brown plus a contrasting colour like white

Raffia, string or wool to attach the mask

INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Decide on a shape for your mask. (You can use the template at the back of the pack or
design your own)

. Draw the mask shape onto a large piece of cardboard, and then cut it out.

. Free hand draw the facial pieces onto cardboard and cut them out. If you want some

facial pieces to stick out more:

- Trace the first piece, for example a triangle for a nose
- Cut out this shape twice, so you have two identical pieces

- Glue the shapes together to layer up the feature

. Glue all the pieces on to the mask
. Paint and decorate the mask in different colours inspired by what you’ve found out.

. Once dry, poke holes through the sides of the mask for the string to hold the mask

onto your face. Ask a Leader to do this.

. Tell the rest of your unit about your mask and how it was inspired by your chosen tribe.



ACTiViTY: Madagascan Dance

Find.out about traditional Madagascan dancing. Choose a piece of Madagascan music and
make up a dance routine with your Unit and perform it. Try to include as much traditional

dancing-as you can.
